Pool Rules

The Clubhouse and pool hours
are 9:00 a.m. — 9:00 p.m.

Anyone under the age of 13 may not swim without
adult supervision. An adult is someone over the age
of 18.

Any resident 13 to 19 is allowed to have a maximum
of 2 guests, however homeowners may have 5
guests. Guests cannot swim without a resident.

All swimmers are required to make a reservation on
our website for the times they are swimming, with
number of swimmers, address, and phone #, key #.
Swimming suits are required.

No running, shoving, pushing or excessively rough
play is allowed. Respect other swimmers’ space.

No large inflatables or rafts.

Lifesaving equipment is provided and are not to be
used as toys.

No chairs in the pool.
No glass in the pool area. No littering. Put trash in
bins provided. Help keep area clean by picking up

your own mess.

The sauna and steam room are to be used with adult
supervision.

No animals or bicycles are allowed in the pool area.

Your key is your pass to enter the pool area. No
climbing the fence. Forgetting your key is no excuse.

Failure to follow these rules could result in the loss of
pool privileges.

It is up to each member to monitor the rules so that
everyone can enjoy swimming.

There is no Lifeguard — swim at your own risk and
remember safety is the most important rule.

Multi-Purpose/Tennis Court Rules

For Pawnee Hills Members and their guests only.
Use facilities at your own risk.

Abusive acts or language will not be tolerated. This
is a family facility.

Do not remove equipment from court area.
Do not hang on the nets or rims.

Do not sit on the nets.

Do not over-tighten the nets.

Pick up after yourselves; dispose of trash in
clubhouse receptacles.

Common courtesy is expected at all times.

Sauna and Steam Room Rules

No children under the age of 18 without adult
supervision.

No food or drink allowed.

No smoking.

No street shoes.

Swimming suits must be worn.

Do not enter with muddy feet.
